The Cards

The GREAT ETTEILLA is composed of 78 cards,
numbered from 1 to 78. The cards n® 1 and n° 8
represent the man and woman consultants, but
in a draw these cards n° 1 and 8 have also, like
the other cards a particular significance. Each
card carries with its title one or two general por-
tents, synthethised into several words.

The first twelve cards (from 1 to 12), and the last
(78) have abbreviations and symbols that might
seen obscure to the uninitiated. In fact these
headings have no influence on the game and are
in fact not related to cartomancy but to astrology
and we should therefore ignore them regarding
interpretation. For the sake of general knowledge
we give a list below of the meaning and concor-
dances of these cards.

Over the centuries, certain cards have been chan-
ged regarding court cards and their names. It is
necessary to know their concordances so that
maximum use can be made of the methods of
drawing and interpretation of the cards.
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The GREATETTEILLA or EGYPTIAN
TAROTS is not an ordinary game
of divination. Its cards show mysti-
cal and allegorical symbols that
go back to remote antinquity.
According to transmission by word
of mouth and old manuscripts
these cards were first created by
Egyptian priests in the time of the
Pharaohs, they then appeared as
illustrations in that great book
called the Cabbala, and after that
we find they were used by the
Bohemians at the time of the
Middle-Ages, then rediscovered
in the nineteenth century and put
into circulation by the famous
playing-card manufacturer, Gri-
maud and finally to-day we have
these cards perfected and clearly
explained by experts in the playing-
card manufacturing,firm of FRANCE
CARTES
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The GREAT ETTEILLA — owing to
the centuries devoted to experi-
mental methods on how to draw
the cards, weaves together earthly
materialism with its joys, hard-
ships, worries and celestial spiri-
tualism which hold the facts of our
destiny that no human power can
change.

These cards therefore are a pre-
cious guide for all those who prac-
tise the Art of Divination as a pro-
fession and also for others who
wish to have a clearer view of life.

The methods

The methods we advocate are by tradition those
practised by the Ancient Egyptians. They are by
order of nomenclature :

* THE THREE STEPS
* JACOB’S LADDER
* THE COLUMNS
¢ THE CRUCIBLE

Before drawing the cards, the consultant must
shuffle the cards himself and while shuffling mix
them in such a way so that some of the cards
will be the right way up and others upside down.
We have shown in the chapter entitled “MEANING
OF THE CARDS” that they have different meanings
according to how they appear when being read ;
right way up (R), upside down (U), isolated (I) or
next to others (N).

Obviously, it is easy to see when a court card or
illustration is upside down but when it comes to
minor cards it is harder to see this at once be-
cause they are often divided into two parts.

The sure way of knowing that a card is upside
down is when the yellow rectangle is at the top
of the card.

Preliminary method

The methods described further on require some
practice. Before using these methods frequently it
would be better to adopt the following suggestions.
— Hold the 78 cards face down (hidden).

— Count up to four cards and then expose the
fifth card, face up, on the table.

— Continue in this way till you reach the end of
the pack.

— Take up all the unexposed cards and continue
the same operation until you have 32 exposed cards
side by side in 4 rows of 8 cards.

— Begin interpreting the cards from left to right,
stopping always at the seventh card as you count

from one row to the next row below it. Make a note

The interpretation is done step by step starting
from the bottom. The consultant turns up the three
cards which are now exposed and interprets them
bearing in mind that the centre card’s left inscrip-
tion influences the card on the left and the centre
card’s right inscription influences the card on the
right.

THE THREE STEPS

This method is the easiest. It is the traditional
draw of the GREAT ETTEILLA. To get a good idea
of the game we advise you to draw a diagram
representing 23 rectangles. Each rectangle approxi-
mately the size of a card. The diagram must
conform to the example shown below.

Proceed as follows :

— Take out from the pack the card (N° 1 or N° 8)
the one which does not correspond to the sex of
the consultant.

— Shuffle the cards thoroughly turning a part of
them upside down several times.

— Count the cards up to four and expose the fifth
one, face up placing it in the rectangle number 1.
Carry on this way of counting until you form a row
of 11 exposed cards.

— Take the rest of the cards and form a second
row of 7 exposed cards (N° 12 to 18 on diagram).
— Carry on counting in the same way until you
have a third row of 4 cards (19 to 22) and end by
placing, after counting in the same way, a last
card on rectangle number 23. The unexposed
cards are of no more use and can be put aside.

You now have to study every seventh card. Begin
by stopping at card number 7. Study this card re-
garding its position (right way up or upside down)
and the cards near it (right and left). Carry on in
this way until you have gone up and come down
the steps three times.

THE COLUMNS

This is about the building of four columns which
represent at their base the four great interests in
life :

Start by shuffling the cards but do not cut them.

Count up to four and place the fifth card, exposed,
face upwards, horizontally.

Do this same operation four times in order to get
four “foundation stones”.

You must now start erecting the columns : Take
the pack of remaining cards and mix them thorou-
ghly.

Count the cards up to three and then take out the
fourth and fifth card, expose them and place them
side by side on the two vertical rectangles above
the ‘“‘foundation stone” or Base. Carry out the
same operation four more times, placing the last
card to be exposed, horizontally on the capital of
the column.

When the first column is finished, erect the three
others in the same way. At the end of the deal
you should have the diagram shown below.

Interpretation

First study the card at the base or Foundation
Stone. This card gives a general idea regarding the
consultation.

Then going upwards study the cards two by two.

Conclude by studying the horizontal card at the
top.

Bear in mind that if the card of the man or woman
consultant (N° 1 and N° 8) are found no matter
where in the column, the person concerned can
be certain the anticipated or expected event is
near.

Example of interpretation

Let us suppose that LUCK is your main interest
and let us also suppose that the draw turns out
as shown in the diagram (page 9).

Base (N° 12) : This card advises prudence. Do not
speculate rashly. If you indulge in any form of
gambling, cards backing horses, keep your bets to
a reasonable sum.

— First draw out the consultant’s card. (If the
consultant is a man draw out card n° 1; if it is a
woman take out card N° 8).

— After having shuffled all the cards, cut them
with the left hand, take up the cards and start dea-
ling them out as follows :

Place the first card exposed face up on the rec-
tangle 1, the second card on the rectangle 2, the
third on 3, the fourth on 4, the fifth on 5. This
horizontal row constitutes the base of the crucible
and symbolizes the past.

— Then keep on turning up one card after the
other until you have reached 10.

THE CRUCIBLE

This draw is made just as you see it in the dia-
gram shown below.

Note that between the rectangles 1 and 5 you
must leave four horizontal spaces equivalent to
the size of a card.
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— Then keep on placing card after card face up
in the semi-circle from numbers 11 to 20 so that
the Present links up with the Future.

— Climb down from 21 to 25 placing one card
after the other face up, (so that the left side of the
Crucible rests on rectangle 1) to build the Future.
— Place the card that represents you (either n°® 1
or n° 8) in the centre of the Crucible.

Interpretation

The interpretation of the three stages in life is
done step by step by studying simultaniously two
cards in conjunction with the card in the centre.
Study together the cards in the rectangles with
that of the consultant.

Example of interpretation

In our example you are the woman consultant who
is mostly preoccupied by your emotional Future.

On the rectangles 16 and 21, study the cards
numbered 36 and 33. You will meet a fair-haired
man, cultured and honest, prone to fits of temper.
Your happiness depends on him but your judge-
ment will not be impaired as you will remain clear-
headed.

On the rectangles 17 and 22, study the cards 57
and 10. It is certain that with card number 57 the
person corresponds to your desires. Besides you
are helped by sincere friends. The 10 upside down
indicates the probable intervention of a man of
religion.

On the rectangles 18 and 23, study the cards num-
bered 6 and 43. There is a secret in your life and
card 43 gives you the power to keep this secret to
yourself.

On the rectangles 19 and 24, study the cards 24
and 78. The knight on patrol (24) heralds a depar-
ture, a change. It is possible that the departure
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may appear rash but it will eventually turn to your
benefit.

On the rectangles 20 and 25, study 13 and 66.

All should end happily in spite of the fact that
66 upside down shows that in time your friends
will see less of you and will withdraw their help.
Never mind. Your sentimental future is assured.

If the consultation does not fully satisfy you and if
it seems to concern only one problem (as in the
example given above) deal out a second time
(either completely or partially) on the preceeding
cards and interpret them in the same manner.

Meetings

In a draw it is rare to find several cards of equiva-
lent importance following one another. If this
should occur no matter which way they are turned,
either right way up or upside down, it implies a
particular portent.

Four Kings : Honours and success in business.
